We were ‘given’
time. In that time, we noticed our surroundings... We saw beauty

and interest that had been there all along, previously unnoticed. We
noticed ourselves, and others too. We noticed our world, and maybe
our priorities changed for the better.

Life has sped up once more, but | wanted to capture something of
that stopping of time before it gets forgotten."

Elizabeth Laird's story is about a little girl who finds freedom from the
confinement of her home by inventing a game. She looks outside the
window and "...as she talks to the creatures she sees and gives them
names, she begins to feel that they are her friends, and that with
them she can find a kind of freedom."

Alan Durant's story of Human Town was inspired by seeing the critical
situation of the elephants and the possibility of their extinction, long

before the pandemic. But spending the days in lockdown pressed the

question of why is this happening? Where are we going wrong?
